RELATIONS WITH POLITICAL ORGANIZATIONS
(PUBLIC FUNDS)

The board believes in the importance of democracy and the rights of citizens to be
involved in politics, but recognizes state and federal law that prohibits schools from
seeking to influence elections.

School district funds, whether derived from local, state, or federal sources, will not
be used for the purposes of influencing elections or ballot measures to be decided by
the community or statewide voters.

The school will, in keeping with state and federal law, offer factual information on
ballot measures that have the potential to affect district operation, including opt out

campaigns and bond campaigns, to the public for the purpose of educating voters.

School resources, including staff time, shall not be used for political purposes.
